Today when Donna and I called Ferrier to see how everyone was doing, Sr. Donna could 
tell there was a problem since when Rita answered her voice sounded "sad". Sure enough, little 
Ben a child of four in the orphanage, who two weeks ago returned from a two month hospital 
stay in Santiago, DR, under going hip surgery for a dislocated hip was "playing rough" fell and 
hurt his foot. So off they go to the Dominican for emergency care. The trip is hazardous enough 
without having a sick child to care for. Hopefully Ben will be fine.  As Rita told Sr. Donna "God 
sends surprises everyday!"
