In October of 2006 Templeton and Company conducted an | ndependent Accountants
audit of policies and agreed upon procedures a . Patrick. They studied how your finances are
handled here and whether we follow Diocesan policy. | can report that we did very well in ther
study. They observed the procedures we follow from the collecting of the offertory to how the
offertory is counted, recorded and deposited. They checked our accounts, how monies are
disbursed and employees and contracted help are paid. They noted that there are no cash
payments. They looked at what safe guards we have in place such as the Finance Council and
other lay oversight of your funds They noted that we are in good shape with fiscd oversight. We
not only have astrong Finance Council but we aso have a Financial Oversight Chairperson who
goes over every aspect of our finances on amonthly bass

They made some recommendations to improve what we are doing. These
recommendations are now in place. All handling of moniesfrom being placed into the safeto the
counting and banking process are handled by at least two people who sign off on the process The
offertory is placed in seded moneybags that are dated and signed off on by two ushers When the
safe is opened both persons sign off. This processis also on camera. The stole fees and stipend
account have been separated. These are the monies collected for weddings, funerals, baptisms and
Masses. It had been one account in the past and they recommended that the stipends for Masses
be recorded separate from the other. They recommended that we rotate the money counters and
thisis being done. They recommended that paid invoices be defaced to prevent possible duplicate
payment. We are now doing this They recommended that we inventory and tag property such as
AV equipment, furniture, computers etc. Tom Rice, our Business Manager, will be taking care of
this | believe that we have been using the standards of carethat are necessary to safeguard the
funds you have entrusted to us This has been accomplished with the assstance of many tdented
parishioners from the world of finance and business who serve on our Finance Council and as
our Financial Oversight Chair.
