The adult education committee reported that two lectures by Andrea Cook on the contribu-
tions of Dorothy Day and Thomas Merton will take place in January. Afternoon and evening ses-
sions were held and they were both well attended. Fr. Kevin will present a series of bible studies 
based on the Old Testament. The bulletin has all pertinent information relating to this. Plans are 
underway to conduct a discussion on the book: “Opening to God”. Times and dates will be an-
nounced once these plans are completed.
