Dear Sisters and Brothersin Christ,

In spite of the prosperity that many Americans enjoy, poverty in Americais on the rise—
nearly 36 million Americans, and one in six children, life below the poverty line. Onein eight
Americans struggles to find affordable housing, splits prescription medications in half, or works
more that one job to try to make ends meet. The devastation on the Golf Coast caused by Hurricane
Katrina has caused even more people and communities to enter the ranks of poverty.

The Catholic Campaign for Human Devel opment was established by the United States bish-
ops 35 years ago to help people end poverty not just for aday, but for alifetime. CCHD is commit-
ted to hel ping people change the conditions that keep them living in a state of poverty. CCHD pro-
jectsin our diocese and throughout the United Stated support low-income people as they work to-
gether to improve educational opportunities, create jobs, and improve access to services for the dis-
abled.

CCHD relies on an annual parish collection to fund anti--poverty programs in communities
across the country. | urge you, especially this year, to give generously to the Catholic Campaign for
Human Development hen the annual collection is taken in your parish next weekend, November 19
& 20. we send 75% of the donations to the CCHD national office to support anti--poverty projects
across the country. 25% stays here in our diocese to fund local self-help initiatives to benefit our lo-
cal communities. The funds collected in thisyear’s CCHD drivewill in great part be used to assist
communities in the Golf Coast and those areas where many evacuees have relocated. For instance,
CCHD recently worked with the FCC to ensure that cell phonesin certain area codes on the Gol f
Coast were not turned off for nonpayment, and that homes were not foreclosed upon due to late
mortgage payments.
